When in play dogs may look and

~ sound fairly ‘aggressive.' | say this in
-“loose terms since play gestures in
dogs often mimic a sequence of

—s  fighting behaviors. This includes

: ; LShOWIng teeth, lunging at the neck,
barking, chasmg etc. However, play gestures are not fighting gestures
because your dog or the dog they are playing with can self-interrupt;
stops the play for a moment or two. This is the biggest difference.

A play sequence may look like this:

Dog 1 lunges at Dog 2 showing an open mouth full of teeth, goes right
for the ankles and tries to pull Dog 2 to the ground. Dog 2 spins around
and places its open mouth directly on Dog 1's head. They stumble over
each other, when suddenly Dog 2 stops to sniff a weed, looks away from
Dog 1, then just as quickly as he looked away, he returns to Dog 1 with a
bark. Play continues...

In that sequence, Dog 2 interrupted the play by sniffing and looking
away. If you aren't looking at the dogs playing, you will miss it. This level
of play is healthy and should be encouraged.

Now let's change the scene:

Dog 1 lunges at Dog 2 showing an open mouth full of teeth, goes right
for the ankles and tries to pull Dog 2 to the ground. Dog 2 spins around
and places its open mouth directly on Dog 1's head. They stumble over
each other, when Dog 2 punches his mouth towards the neck of Dog 1.
Dog 1 goes to sniff a weed, but Dog 2 continues to throw his weight on
top of Dog 1, Dog 1 crouches to the ground while Dog 2 continues to
stay on top nipping at his neck fur.

In this sequence, Dog 1 tried to interrupt the play by doing something not
associated with Dog 2 (sniffing the weed). Dog 2 ignored and continued
playing by posturing on top of Dog 1. With this level of play | would watch
it closely as Dog 2's arousal level is increasing WHILE he has the
advantage in play. Feel free to interrupt this play style by separating the
dogs for a break or redirecting to another activity/toy.

"Let'em play, they're dogs!"

Now, | am not recommending that you turn into a nervous mess because
you saw your dog on the bottom of a play pile. | want you to think about
a few things when your dog is playing with another dog:

- Is the owner present and actively watching the dog? This means the
owner is not texting, chatting on the phone or updating their Facebook
account.

2 - Does one of the dogs look uncomfortable, nervous and not able to
get away? Please interrupt this play by redirecting the dog that doesn't
give up. Do not hold back the nervous dog.

3 - Are you hesitant to let your dog continue playing? Please go with
your gut. Interrupt the play session or find another playmate. | rather
that the dog AND the owner are comfortable with the play session.

Still not sure if your dog's play is healthy; seek a professional with
experience in animal behavior.
